2. When you decide on your two topics, you will need to begin collecting summary notes from your online/print sources. 

3. With your research complete, you can begin to develop your newsletter using Microsoft Publisher.

Your one-paged newsletter must contain the following features 

1. An original title, newsletter date, and publishing company

2. Two stories related to any aspect of the Canadian extreme weather disasters previously mentioned
3. A table of contents (this section will include a list of other stories contained in your newsletter. Your will not be required to write stories for this section, only to develop titles for possible stories)

4. Special Points of Interest (This section will include a series of facts related to extreme weather events in Canada)

5. Include a picture/ graphic to include in your news reports.

6. Be creative, have fun!!!
